The Government of the Republic of Macedonia intends to use Grant from European Union Instrument for Pre-Accession (IPA) 2, the funds allocated for the year 2014 and administered by the World Bank (WB) towards the cost of the Project for Local And Regional Competitiveness, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for individual consultancy services under this Project. 
The consulting services (“the Services”) include:

· Ensuring that each subproject and activities under the project (for all components) is subjected to the Project ESMF process and procedures

· Prepare guidelines and notes for use in the project based on relevant environmental policies, acts and regulations/ directives of the Government of RM and relevant safeguard policies of World Bank Group as defined in the ESMF;

· Provide information and assist sub-project applicants in preparing environmental part of application package (Environmental Questionnaire)

· Carry out environmental screening of subprojects and activities, prepare Screening Reports (as defined in EMF) and assist the client during the environmental assessment of subprojects which should ensure compliance with national legislation and WB safeguards policies.

· Assist PIU in disclosure of due diligence documents, disseminate information and report to SST and WB on disclosure activities.

· Organize environmental orientation & awareness, and training as needed and agreed with SST and Project Director for applicants, participating municipalities and others. 

· Help commissioning and managing Initial Environmental Examination, if necessary, and other special studies/ assessment such as hazardous & e-waste management. Prepare environmental information materials and help the client in disseminating the information to the relevant stakeholders.

· Review subproject, design, cost, and bid documents to ensure environmental concerns and adequate mitigation measures are incorporated, and subproject/ activity documents and environmental documents are harmonized;

· Carry out supervision of environmental mitigation and monitoring measures implementation at subprojects (selected for implementation under the component 3), including site supervisions during implementation of subprojects and activities. Provide feedback and report on compliance with measures set in the EMP/EMP Checklist to the PIU, SST and WB as defined in the EMF;

· Communicate with vendors, contractors, and subcontractors for necessary environmental compliance;

· Evaluate the impact of new structures and other environmental issues;

· Assess baseline condition of project sites;

· Produce reports in a manner understood by non-technical people for effective dissemination purpose. 

· Prepare reports for project stakeholders as defined in the EMF, as a part of regular reporting on project implementation progress, or as previously agreed (particularly within the project Component 3). Regularly consult with the Environmental Focal Point on identified in compliances or other issues.

· Undertake other duties as per the requirements of the project or as directed by Project Director.

· University degree, or above, in environmental sciences, environmental engineering, environmental studies, biology studies, chemistry or chemical engineering or equivalent;

· Minimum 5 years of relevant professional experience in environment management or similar;

· Experience of working and knowledge/experience of Projects funded by the International Financial Institutions (including World Bank Projects) will be considered as advantage;

· Good communication and social skills including excellent facilitation and presentation skills paired with good interpersonal abilities.

· Ability to work under pressure and handle multiple activities concurrently.

· Computer skills (Word, Excel, Access);

· Fluency in Macedonian and working knowledge of English;
